Happy New Year! This year is the year of the dragon in terms of the zodiac. The zodiac animals
include the mouse, cow, tiger, rabbit, dragon, snake, horse, sheep, monkey, bird, dog, and wild boar.
A specific animal is determined by the year in which each person is born. | was born in the year of the
sheep and my grandfather was also born in the year of the sheep. Since the cycle occurs every 12
years with 12 different types of animals, it is possible for people to be the same animal even if they
are different in age.

In Buddhism, dragons are known as creatures that protect Buddhism. Dragon sculptures and
paintings can be seen in temples. There are famous sculptures in India, the birthplace of Buddhism.
When | went to India, | saw a statue of Shakyamuni Buddha and a naga (snake like being) in a pond.
The photo is of a sculpture in the pond at Mahabodhi Temple in India. In the story of Mucilinda (a
naga), Buddha was meditating under a Bodhi tree. Muchalinda lived there as well. Muchalinda
realized the greatness of Buddha and he continued to silently watch over him. When a violent storm
broke out, Muchalinda wrapped his body around the Buddha seven times and used it as an umbrella
over his head, protecting him from the wind and rain for seven days. The story is that Muchalinda then
took the form of a human and was converted to Buddha.

Shinran Shonin also says in his Wasan that the dragons protect those who recite the Nembutsu night and day.
When we say “Namu-amida-butsu,”
Nanda, Upananda, and the other great nagas,
Along with the countless naga-gods, revere
And protect us constantly, day and night.
[Shinran Shonin - Hymns of the Pure Land 103]

December 13, 2023

for cleaning up and conducting repairs. A special thanks to Lloyd O. for always volunteering to be on site
for any of the repair work. Fortunately, the mail had been picked up by BCF and affiliates, so to date, we
are not aware of any missing checks. Cash funds that were being collected by a JYBA member for a Girl
Scout toy drive were taken. However, generous donations from Paula Yoshioka and Elizabeth Fujii have
replaced those stolen funds. Many other donations have been collected also.

Buddhist Church of Florin - A Pillar, Center, and Anchor for

the Community

In 1919, the 97 Japanese American pioneers who founded the Buddhist Church of Florin among the strawberry
and tokay grape farms would have been astounded 1t 1s still 201112 strong 104 years later! Today the Buddhist
Church of Florin is a crucial pillar, center, and -
anchor for the Florin community.

It has provided vital support, been a central
gathering point and a community mainstay.
Especially after the unjust confinement of
Japanese Americans in WWII concentration
camps and their dispersal, the church has been
the glue connecting. reviving, and helping the
community to flourish.

The Buddhist Church of Florin’s mission 1s to
share the wisdom and compassion of the
Buddhist teachings and practices with the

greater community. It’s part of the Buddhist The Buddhist Church of Florin Obon Festival honors Ioved

The church has blossomed into a respected

Buddhist center with church services, children’s Sunday Dharma School, Buddhist study classes, active
Buddhist Women’s Association, and the hugely-popular Summer Obon Festival, which honors those who have
passed away. It always welcomes new members and the Next Generation.

Over the decades, it has greatly strengthened the community by developing diverse programs, reaching out
broadly, and forging partnerships. These have included:

Cultural Programs: Japanese Language classes since the 1920s, continuing with a class by Reverend Noritaka
Imada. Obon dance and festival since 1933 and New Year’s Mochi rice cake making. Sponsoring martial arts
since the 1980s with Kendo, Judo. and now Kyudo kai archery. Taiko drumming begun in the 1990s
